

VLOG
INSTRUCTIONS



STEP ONE:  ORGANIZE
	Know who is part of your group, which concepts will be reviewed, and the approximate time you will have to complete the video log (approximately two weeks).   Understand that once the last concept is taught, the final pieces of the presentation should come together quickly.  DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE TO PUT THE VLOG TOGETHER.  Meet immediately and begin to brainstorm what the vlog will look like.  As you meet, think about each of your group members’ strengths and weaknesses.   Each person should take charge with some aspect of the presentation and production.  

STEP TWO:  DECIDE ON TECHNOLOGY
	There are unlimited tools of technology available.  Some are available to you at school while you may have access to even more at home and online.  First, decide on how your group is going to shoot the video.  Will video, still pictures, or both be needed?  Your group could use the following:
· FlipVideo camera
· Camcorder
· Cell phone
· Computer
· Other means to capture video
Mr. Barnard has a FlipVideo camera and camcorder at BHS for you to use in his classroom.  
Next, decide on the audio portion.  Decide on the best way to record audio for the presentation.  Your group can use music that is owned in the video.  Freeplaymusic.com is a great website with music that you can download for use for free.  You can also make your own music!  Because of copyright issues, the vlog you create could not be posted online should it contain copyrighted music.  It will be great for the classroom though!  If you wish to record the voice audio separate from the video or still pictures, your group could use the following:
· Voice recorder
· Cell phone
· Computer programs
· Audacity (free download)
· Sound recorder
· Online web 2.0 tools
· Vozme
· Vocaroo
· And so many more!
Finally your group must decide on the technology needed to put the video presentation together.  Here are some possibilities:
· Windows MovieMaker (it is possible to chroma key-use a blue screen to put people in another picture or in another video- in Windows XP)  It’s a little technical and glitchy but is a possibility)
· PhotoStory 3
· PowerPoint

STEP THREE:  DECIDE ON THE FORMAT OF THE PRESENTATION
	The kinds of technology that your group has access to and is familiar with may dictate the kind of vlog your group wishes to perform.  The possibilities are endless.  Here are a few format ideas which may be good ways to incorporate the ideas in a not-so-traditional way:
· Short movie
· Talk show
· Event with commercials
· Short story
· And other creative things left to the imagination!
Dress up, use props, use different backgrounds, and think outside the box.
STEP FOUR:  LOCATION, LOCATION, LOCATION
	Determine where the video and/or still pictures will be taken.  Also decide where the finished product will be put together.  Then decide when your entire group will meet to not only shoot the video/pictures but when everybody can meet to put the finished product together.  Make sure everybody in the group has the opportunity to help with the project.  THIS SHOULD NOT BE A ONE-PERSON PROJECT.  Make arrangements with Mr. Barnard for access to a room or to computers if needed after school hours.

STEP FIVE:  WHAT SHOULD BE INCLUDED?
	Your group is responsible for reviewing the concepts assigned.  To complete the vlog, it is essential that your group understands these ideas better than everybody else.  Use other resources as necessary too.  Make sure not to plagiarize anything though.  Think of your production as a teaching tool.  Remember your audience but don’t take for granted that everybody already understands your ideas.  Your group will have to dig deeper into these ideas to tie them all together.  Your vlog should not be just a lot of random thoughts just thrown together.  Everything should flow just like a good story.  Here are the necessary elements:
· Introduction
· What is the purpose of the presentation?
· Main Concepts
· Explain the concepts in detail.
· Use examples.
· Describe the importance of each concept.
· Relate these concepts to past concepts already learned.
· Vocabulary
· Identify any key words used.
· Define the key words in an order that makes sense.
· Helpful Tips 
· Identify strategies that can help in learning the concepts.
· Conclusion
· Summarize all the ideas.
· Roll the credits.  Include the following:
· Who was involved (first and last names)
· All technologies used in the process
· The date of the final production

STEP SIX:  THE VLOG IS DONE!
	Make sure the vlog is in a format that can be viewed at school.  When your group has completed the vlog, it will need to be submitted to Mr. Barnard.  If it is not too large, it can be sent via e-mail to mbarnard@bpsne.org.  If you do not receive a confirmation receipt of it, you may need to send it again.  A better way may be to bring it on a flash drive and let Mr. Barnard copy it that way.  

STEP SEVEN:  WHAT WILL BE DONE WITH MY REVIEW?
	After the vlog has been received, the classes will view it as a review tool BEFORE the quiz or test over the material your group has covered.  If possible, your vlog will be posted on Mr. Barnard’s web page.  Each group member will then fill out a sheet about the group’s experiences.  A rubric will be used to score your review (see the course outline).
