3. How have you shown leadership while a part of the Dance Team and how did being a member of the Dance Team help develop your potential and educational goals.

E. Submit two (2) letters of recommendation, one (1) from the sponsor and one (1) from individual of choice, non family member.  The letter of recommendation shall address your:

1. Scholastic ability/higher education potential

2. Participation in the activity

3. Personal qualities
