Beatrice Sertoma Scholarship

The Beatrice Sertoma Club will award annually two scholarships in the amount of $1,000 each to Beatrice High School graduates.  The funds will be paid directly to the institution upon enrollment of the recipient to pursue his or her higher education.  The following guidelines and criteria have been established.

1. This scholarship is open to all Beatrice High School seniors.

2. A student who has a speech or hearing impediment (Supported by a physician’s statement) will receive preference if he or she also meets numbers 7, 8, and 9 of the criteria stated below.

3. Students in the upper 50% of his or her class (academic standing only) will be preferred.

4. Preference will also be given to a student who desires to specialize in the speech and hearing related field of study.

5. First scholarship will be given to a student attending a Liberal Arts College, Vocational Technical School, Nursing Institution, or other institution of higher learning.

6. Second scholarship will be given to a student attending Southeast Community College in Beatrice, Lincoln or Milford.

7. The recipient must be of good moral character.

8. The recipient must have demonstrated leadership capabilities.

9. The recipient must have been active in school functions.

If you can comply with the above guidelines and criteria, and are interested in one of the above scholarships, complete the Sertoma Scholarship application form and return it to Student Services Office at Beatrice High School by March 15th.
